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QOV Strip Quilt

Choose  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 15 or more coordinating fabrics

You will need      (*All fabrics must be at least 41" wide.)
Main Fabric for border and 1 set of strips:       54" x width of fabric* 
(If you want to use this fabric for a matching pillowcase body, add 25"-26" additional inches.)

3 Coordinating fabrics:             each at least 13½" x width of fabric*

(Add 10½" to one of the fabrics for pillowcase cuff.)

Accent narrow border:             12½" x width of fabric*

Binding (generally use one of the coordinating fabrics or accent fabric):   




13½" x width of fabric*

Cutting
Main fabric:   Working with the lengthwise grain, trim selvedge and cut 4 borders 6½" x 54".  Set aside. Trim the remaining piece of fabric to a length of 42".  (Save the trimmed piece for another project.) Cut 3 strips @ 4½" x 42" for the body of the quilt.

Coordinating fabrics:  From each fabric cut 3 strips @ 4½" x 42" for the body of the quilt.

Accent border fabric:   Cut 5 strips 2½" x width of fabric.
Binding:  Cut 6 strips 2¼" x width of fabric (note: if extra strips for the body of the quilt are cut 4½", they can be cut in half for binding.)

Note:  If using multiple fabrics for the body of the quilt, you will need a total of 12 fabric strips (4½" x width of fabric*).  They can be cut and placed in any order desired – see photo.

Assembly

Number the strips 1-4 and record to help maintain the order.  If all the strips are different, line them up in a pleasing order.

Sew all the strips together lengthwise in order: 1-2-3-4-1-2-3-4-1-2-3-4 (or 1 through 12).   The strips need to be at least 41" so you may need to be careful when you are sewing them together, eliminating selvedges.  All 12 strips will be sewn together.  Press all seams toward the even numbered fabrics.

Carefully fold this set of strips right sides together and sew the first strip #1 to the last strip #12 making a tube.  Press seam.  Square up one end of the tube and cut 4½" segments along the tube – you need 9 strips, so cut carefully.

Keeping them in order:
Strip #1:  Unsew the seam between fabrics 4 and 1.  

Strip #2:  Unsew the seam between fabrics 1 and 2. 

Strip #3:  Unsew the seam between fabrics 2 and 3.

Strip #4:  Unsew the seam between fabrics 3 and 4 

Strip #5:  Same as #1 above and so on until all segments lie flat.

Lay the strips out in the order they were cut so the fabrics align in a diagonal pattern.

Sew them together to make the center pieced section of the quilt (size should be approximately 36½” x 48½“).

Add the narrow 2(" border by measuring across the center (length) of the quilt and cut two border pieces that size. Sew to the sides of the quilt. Press the seams toward the border. Measure the center width of the quilt from border edge to border edge. Cut the remaining border strips that size and sew to the top and bottom of the quilt. Press the seams toward the border (approx. size 40½" x 52½).  Add the 6½“border in the same manner – add sides first, then top and bottom.   This method of measuring and adding borders will eliminate flared borders.
The quilt top should measure approximately 53" x 65".
